In a recent survey, over 60% of people 
admitted they used anything close to hand 
to dislodge food stuck in their teeth, with 
all sorts of items from paperclips to earrings 
and even keys being named. Not only is this 
very unhygienic, it can also lead to serious 
gum infections.

The best way of removing food particles from 
between the teeth is to use floss. Regular 
flossing is essential to maintaining healthy 
teeth and gums, as without it plaque can 

easily build up, leading to the formation of 
tartar and eventually gum disease. 

There are different types of floss available to 
purchase from the practice. We recommend 
the following:

Satin floss - ideal for patients with small or 
large gaps between the teeth.

Super floss - ideal for patients with bridges, 
braces, implants and wide spaces.

Tepe brushes - removes food and debris 
from between the teeth, they are available 
in a range of sizes dependent on gap and 
are ideal for patients with crowns, bridges, 
implants and orthodontic appliances.

It is important to use these correctly 
otherwise you can damage the gums.  If 
you would like advice on the correct flossing 
technique, please book in to see our Oral 
Healthcare Educators, or ask at your next 
hygienist appointment.
